ORDER 

WHEREAS, the Guide to Judicia1y Policy, Vol. 8, Pt. E, Ch. 3, Appx. 3A, II 

authorizes searches and seizures, based upon reasonable suspicion, relating to 

persons supervised by a U.S. Probation Office when the search is conducted 

pursuant to a "special court-imposed search condition" and the District Court has a 

policy permitting such searches; 

NOW THEREFORE, the Court authorizes the U.S. Probation Office for the 

District of Delaware to conduct searches pursuant to "special court-imposed search 

conditions" when doing so is consistent with the guidelines set forth in the Guide 

to Judiciary Policy, Vol. 8, Pt. E, Ch. 3, Appx. 3A; 

FURTHER, the Cowt requires that the U.S. Probation Office obtain 

approval from a United States Magistrate Judge before the Office conducts a 

search pursuant to a "special court-imposed search condition."
