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This essay contest is open to all Sth and 6th grade classes in Delaware, New
Jersey, Pennsylvania, and U.S. Virgin Islands schools. This is a class essay.
One essay must be submitted on behalf of the class. Class essays must be

submitted on or before Friday, March 29, 2024.



Consider the following questions to assist in class discussion in developing the

class essay but the essay need not discuss all the questions:

. What is the role of a jury?

. Is our jury system unique from other countries?

. Why must a juror be fair and impartial?

. Why is it important that our citizens serve on juries?

. Why must the 12-member jury in a criminal trial be unanimous in its verdict?

. What is the difference between a grand jury and a petit jury?

. Why is it important that a jury base its decision only on the testimony and evidence that

they see and hear in the courtroom during the trial?
Teachers should feel free to contact the committee if they would like a lawyer
or a judge to assist the class in the discussion or development of this topic.
